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Windows 11 Home Vs Pro: Main Differences

One of the only leaked differences that currently separates Windows 11 Home vs Pro is the requirements for a Microsoft account and a stable
internet connection during setup — both of which aren’t needed to set up Windows 11 Pro. However, as we said earlier, many of the main
differences that separate Windows 11 Home vs Pro are yet to be leaked.

However, whilst that’s the case, we can still extrapolate some of the differences based on Windows 10 versions. For a start, Windows 11 Pro will
likely offer additional security and business-tailored features when compared to the home version — as per Windows 10. Looking at the Windows
11 predecessor, Win 10 Pro did offer BitLocker device encryption and Windows Information Protection (WIP) — something the Home version
simply couldn’t boast. These are two great features that help increase the security benefits of Windows 10 Pro over Home — and we expect to
see similar differences with Windows 11.

Furthermore, Windows 11 Home will likely offer limited functionality and features when it comes to business management and deployment
software. This was certainly the case in Windows 10 and there has been no mention to suggest anything different this time around, with Pro
benefiting from at least 10 additional managements tools — including mobile device management, Microsoft store (for business) access, and the
Windows Update for business features.
